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Le 17 mai, pour la premiére fois sauf méprise de notre part,
une dépéche Reuters en anglais fait état de la réunion
récente (du 7 au 9 mai) de la Commission Trilatérale a
Dublin. La dépéche, intitulée « Euro survival requires less
budget sovereignty », décrit la Trilatérale comme un «
réseau d'élites dirigeantes » formée d'anciens ministres, de
représentants des milieux d'affaires et de responsables de
banques centrales. D'aprés son auteur, basé a Paris, un
consensus se serait dégagé a la réunion de Dublin dans le
sens de la prétendue nécessité d'une union économique
beaucoup plus étroite entre les pays de I'Union
Européenne. En méme temps, la dépéche souligne les
réticences qu'une telle stratégie suscite de la part des
européens et le rejet populaire prévisible d'une politique
d'austérité imposée par Bruxelles. Le 17 mai, les médias
conventionnels frangais semblent garder toujours le silence
sur la réunion de Dublin de la Commission Trilatérale. Les
partis politiques, méme a la « gauche de la gauche »,
restent également muets a propos de cette réunion.

Plus d'une semaine apres la réunion de la Commission Trilatérale
a Dublin, le silence médiatique se poursuit.

Pourtant, la dépéche Reuters en anglais :
http://www.reuters.com/article/idUSTRE64G12W20100517

semble indiquer que des correspondants des grands médiais
étaient bien présents a cette réunion. Pourquoi, donc, un tel
blocage de I'information ?

De méme, sauf méprise de notre part, on ne trouve aucune
information ni réaction a ce sujet sur les sites de I'UMP, du

Nouveau Centre, du Modem, du Parti Socialiste, du Parti de
Gauche, du Parti Communiste ou du NPA.

Pourtant, des représentants du monde politique frangais (Jean-
Frangois Copé, Elisabeth Guigou, Jean-Louis Bourlanges...) font
actuellement partie de la Trilatérale dont une réunion européenne
s'était tenue a Paris en novembre 2008.

Les questions débattues a cette type de réunions, loin du « grand
public » mais en présence de représentants de tous les milieux
de « décideurs » influents, portent sur des enjeux trés graves aux
conséquences potentielles tres lourdes pour la grande majorité
des citoyens francais, européens et du monde entier.

En particulier, d'apres Reuters, les participants a la réunion de la
Commission Trilatérale a Dublin « agreed the EU would have to
grow into a much closer economic union ». Force est de constater
que la cléture de cette réunion, le 9 mai, a coincidé avec
I'annonce du « plan euro » au niveau de I'Union Européenne.

La politique dite « d'austérité » a été
proclamée par Laurent Fabius en 1984, pendant que Jacques
Delors attendait sa nomination a la présidence de la Commission
des Communautés Européennes.

La prétendue « austérité » (pour qui ???) dure, donc,
depuis 26 ans et ne cesse de s'aggraver. Ceux qui en font
les frais sont toujours les mémes.
